Dolihen’s Temple built in the town of Praetorium Latobicorum in 196

A commentary on the Roman inscription dating back to 195 which had
been discovered on the occasion of restoration work at the rectory in
the town of Trebnje (in Antique Praetorium Latobicorum, along the
road Aquileia—Siscia). It concerns a damaged building-inscription on tne
temple of Iuppiter Dolichenus which had been placed there in honour of
the rulers Septimus Severus and his son Caracall by some officer since
the town had a minor garrison. The temple was built at the time when
Septimus Severus travelled through Panonia to Rome and then turned
towards his rival to the throne D. Clodius Albinus in Galia, or rather,
when the joung Caracalla waited for his father to return to the town of
Poetovio (nowadays Ptuj) which, at that time, came under the protection
of the governor of Panonia, C. Fabius Cilo.

The Journey of the Oglej Visitators to Slovenia in the Late Middle Ages

The patriarchate of Oglej which preserved ecclesjastical jurisdiction over
a greater part of Austrian territory in the second half of the 15th century
also endeavoured to secure a direct supervision over the activities on the
Austrian side (Slovene countries). In this way the patriarchate kept
sending general vicars to make visitations in Slovenia in agreement with
the regulations of the Italian order and independently from the Habsburg
policy. The present article introduces the general vicars of Oglej — where,
when and what they were doing on the Slovene territory from the second
half of the 15th century to the first third of the 16th century,

Has the Exact Location of the Late Antique and the Early Mediaeval
Fortification Carnium Been Discovered?

Nowadays it is generally believed, though it has not been proved yet, that
Kranj is identical with another settlement named by an anonymous
geographer from Ravenna in the 9th century — on the basis of older
sources — Carnium, The exact location of the settlement on the pier of
Kranj is still unknown. The article mentions four hypothetic locations: at
Pungart, to the north of the parish church, around the castle Kieselstein,
and, presently the most likely one, on the northern part of the pier
between the Sava and the Kokra. The remnants of the massive wall that
have been discovered there incorporate well in the pentagon
(184X95X97X60X120) and might, in the ground plan, very well represenf
the remains of a one-time fortification.
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
